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ABSTRACT
Drugs are consumed by people for intoxication and entertainment. They affect the body,
mental, social behaviour among the individuals and community. When drug addicts are
identified as illegal, they are arrested by the police and then sent to rehabilitation centers at
the request of the family and released after the treatment. However, they are trying to use them
continuously due to the addiction. At this time, the most of the Muslim counsellors those who
learnt the counselling theories from west and general counselling perspectives are trying to
treat the drug addicts. It leads them to across the limitations of the Islamic theories and
practices. According with that, this research aims to explore the role of Islamic counselling in
the treatment of drug addiction among Muslims. This qualitative research uses primary and
secondary data through descriptive analysis. Interview was conducted with 11 officers of six
associations. The statistical data were gathered from Kattankudy Divisional Secretariat and
other materials related this topic were gathered from books, research papers, articles and
websites. Drug users are found in Kattankudy and there are occurring drug related crimes. A
quick and suitable solution can be found when using Islamic counselling in the appropriate
way.
