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ABSTRACT

The adaptation of the Internet and social media sites has been accepted by the international
community and its increasing use has become a new evolution of modern change. In addition,
all human activities have been transferred to the Internet during the Covid-19 crisis. In
addition, learning activities take place through the social media that runs the world in the palm
of one's hand. In this situation, realistic educational activities become essential among
university students. The use of social media sites is integrated with real-time education. In that
sense, the use of social media sites has many positive effects on university students and many
disadvantages. Therefore, this study has been conducted with the aim of identifying the status
of social media usage among university students and its pros and cons. The study was
conducted with the second year students of Islamic Studies and Arabic Language at the South
Eastern University of Sri Lanka. This study uses a quantitative descriptive research
methodology and is presented through the Google Form for obtaining the first standard data.
Data were collected on one hundred selected second-year students from the faculty of the
university. Also used as secondary data were research articles, journals, and website
information related to the topic. The study found that an increase in the use of social media
sites among second-year students, with positive outcomes such as subject-related access to
documents, learning and access to global information, and the disadvantages being wastage
of time, lack of interest in learning, and physical, psychological, social, economic, and

personal problems.
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
