In this context, this study focuses the Gypsies of Aligambai
village in Ampara district, Sri Lanka. Therefore this research significant as it explores
what kind of contribution made by the Government and Non-governmental organizations
In promoting livelihood of Gypsies in Aligambai even though the other organizations
played their role for promoting the livelihood of the same community. The main objective
of this study is to analysis the contribution of Government and Non-governmental
organizations in promoting livelihood of Gypsies in Aligambai villag:e, and to realize the
improvement of Aligambai Gypsies due to the development role played by the
Government and Non-governmental organizations.
